1. Describe them: are they happy?  Smiley?  Funny?  Loyal?  Sporty? 

2. What do they think there are good at?  Use the list below to help them think about it:

a. Sporty – do they play a lot of sports; are they a good team player

b. Music – can they play a musical instrument; would they be able to entertain us with music

c. Artistic – can they draw, paint, colour in well; could they create lovely pictures for us

d. Cooking – can they make lovely food for us

e. Well behaved – would they keep their room tidy; walk the dog

3. Use the person’s features to create rhetorical questions, e.g. if they are sporty and particularly good at football = Do you need someone on your football team to help you win games at break time?

4. Create a slogan – remember it has to be memorable so try rhyming words or alliteration, e.g.

Jack– a boy and a toy, all in one!

Lara – kind, caring and cool!  Don’t you want her as your friend?
