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INSTRUCTIONS

Make a large version of the game and display at the front of the class (or make versions for each table and let small groups play).
Split the class or group into two teams.
Ask two children (one from each team) to come to front – decide who will be FOR and who will be AGAINST each argument.  Give them each a dice.  Ask one child to roll dice for the vertical and one for the horizontal axis in order to select the argument from chart/game board, which they will be arguing about.  Each child has to give two reasons in favor or against the topic – if they take too long to think of something or give a bad reason the other team get a point! If they both come up with two good reasons for or against the argument, both teams get a point.
Encourage children to think of reasonable and valid arguments.
